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Nurses Notes

The weather here has been nice but winter and cold weather is just around the corner. Soon we
will all be dealing with the effects of the cold winter air.

Winter Skin Care

Winter weather presents special problems when it comes to keeping your child’s skin soft. Be-
cause winter air lacks moisture, it can lead to dry, rough, flaky skin. Adding to the winter skin woes
are chapped lips and sun-damaged skin, especially among outdoor enthusiasts including children
because it is impossible to keep them indoors all winter long.

Here are some helpful tips on how to prevent and treat dry, chapped skin during the winter
months:

1 Avoid long baths and showers. Hot water strips the skin of its natural moisture.
1 Avoid bubble baths and use gentle bath soaps instead of harsh deodorant soaps.

1 Have your child pat their skin dry after bathing, rather than rubbing. Rubbing the skin with a
towel irritates dry skin.

1 After your child bathes, have them apply a bath oil or moisturizer while they are still damp.

1 Have your child apply a little moisturizer to their hands after they wash them throughout the
day.

1 Use a cream rather than a lotion because a thick product will keep in more of your skin’s natu-
ral moisture. Petroleum jelly may be greasy but it’s a great moisture barrier and is recommended
for dry skin on the arms and legs.

Chapped Lips

It is chapped lip season again and the weather is often to blame. Chapping is usually caused by
low humidity, both outside and in; windy conditions; extremely cold weather; and dehydra-
tion. The outer layer of lips can lose moisture and flake off. Sometimes lips crack and even
bleed. The corners of the mouth may crack.

To prevent and /or heal chapped lips, try these tips:

Apply petroleum jelly (the choice of the health room) to lips to retain moisture.
Use a lip balm with a sunscreen or sunblock.

Avoid licking lips.

Nurses Notes continued—Chapped Lips

Drink plenty of fluids, especially water. Water bottles remain important in the fall and winter
months.

There are other factors that may cause chapped lips. These include certain medications, infec-
tions, and allergies. Cosmetics, toothpastes, foods, and even reed musical instruments, such as
the clarinet, could cause lips to become red, swollen, or scaly. You may want to see your doctor if
you think something other than dryness is causing chapped lips.

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Dear Catholic school parents and friends of Catholic schools,

On Wednesday, January 4, the Missour General Assembly convened for the 2012 legislative session.
Throughouwt this session the Missour Catholic Conference will be sending you penodic updates on
legislation that could benefit our Catholic school families. (The Missoun Catholic Conference is the public
policy agency for the Catholic Bishops of Missouri.) At this point we see three major education related
issues being discussed during this year's session.

First, legislation has been filed to provide a tax deduction to parents for their children's K-12 schoaol
expenses_ Attached find a Question and Answer on HB 1133, which is sponsored by Staite
Representative Jay Barnes (R-Jefferson City). This Question and Answer is intended to educate you on
this issue. You can read the text of the bill and cther infarmation by clicking here. As this legislation
begins to mowe in the process you will receive Action Alerts asking for contacts to state legislators.

Second, legislation has been imtroduced popularty known as the "Tumer Fix"—S8 458—sponsored by
Senator David Pearce (R-Wamensburg l—that establishes procedures for the transfer of students from
unaccredited school districts to accredited school disinicts in the same or an adjoining county. In its
current form the bill ocnly allows transfers to other public schools. The MCC will be sesking amendments
to allow siudents in these failing school districts to transfer to nonpublic schools, including Catholic
schools. If the MCC amendment is adopted, for example, the legislation will allow children in the 5t Louis
school district to attend city Catholic schools instead of being bussed out fio 5t. Louis County.

Third, the MCC is working on legislation that has yet to be introduced that would repeal the so called
“Blaine™ amendment to the Missouri Constitution, Section 8 Article X, which reads as follows:

Section 8. Prohibition of public aid for religious purposes and institutions. —

Meither the general assembly, nor any county, city, town, township, school district or other
municipal corporation, shall ever make an appropriation or pay from any public fund whatever,
anything in aid of any religious creed, church or sectarian purpose, or to help to suppaort or
sustain any private or public school, academy, seminary, college, university, or other institution of
leaming controlled by any religious creed, church or sectarian denomination whatewver, nor shall
amy grant or donation of personal property or real estate ever be made by the state, or any
county, city, town, or other municipal corporation, for any religious creed, church, or sectaran
purpose whatever.

This amendment was added to the Missour Constitution im 1270 in & very anti-Catholic bigoted election
campaign. The MCC's Executive Director Mike Hoey wrote an article regarding the campaign that was
published in the Missouri Historical Review in July 2001. To read this article click here and go to page
3T2. This amendment to the Missouri Constitution has been used to argue against many forms of
assistance to Catholic school families. It is a vestige of the anti-Catholic bigotry of the nineteenth centurny
ard should be removed from our state constitution.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Education Tax Deduction - HB 1133

State Representative Jay Bames (R-Jefferson City) has filed legislation (HB
1133) to assist K-12 school parents with their children’s educational expenses. The bill
has been introduced for consideration during the 2012 session of the Missouri General
Assembly.

Who could claim the deduction?

Any school parent who pays tuition, attendance fees or incurs other educational
expenses for a dependent to attend any K-12 school situated in Missouri, including
public, private or religious schools.

What school-related expenses could be claimed?

Costs incurmed for educational software that assists a dependent in improving
knowledge in core curmiculum areas of the school attended; fees for after-school
enrichment programs; school fees and tuition; school supplies required for use during
the regular school day; and tutoring.

How much could be claimed?

Up to $2500 per dependent. If less than $2500 in expenses is incurred for a
dependent, then only that lesser amount could be claimed; for example, a deduction of
$1000 could be claimed if the expenses for the dependent equaled $1000.

Would a $2500 deduction reduce taxes by $25007

Mo. The deduction would reduce by $2500 the income subject to taxation. Taxes
are paid on a person’s adjusted gross income. A deduction reduces a person’s adjusted
aross income. In Missouri the tax on income over $9,000 is calculated at six percent.
Hence, the actual tax savings on a $2500 deduction would be $150.

So $150 is the total tax savings?

The tax savings would be more if the parenis claim the deduction for more than
one dependent. For example, if the parents claimed the full $2500 deduction for each of
three dependents, they would realize tax savings of $450 (3 x $150).

Do other Midwestern states provide tax breaks to parents for school-related
expenses?

Yes. lowa, llinois, and Minnesota all offer parents tax breaks for education-
related expenses incurmmed at public, private or religious schools.
